2.0 What’s New in Version 2.0c


SIREN automatically removes trailing spaces that appear in the Artist or Album fields after you download the information from the CD database.


Improved keyboard support.


When you sort your media, SIREN ignores any leading “The” in the sort field.








3.0 Known Issues


To download WMA files to your Nomad II portable player, you must have Creative Nomad II Manager version 1.02 or later installed on your computer. To download the latest version of the Creative Nomad II Manager, visit the Creative Labs Web site at www.creativelabs.com.





SIREN no longer supports the RAVEMP MP3 portable player. This player is no longer in production or supported by the manufacturer. 





You may receive an ASPI (Advanced SCSI Programmer's Interface) error during ripping, playing, or burning with your CD drive. The error might appear if your ASPI system files are missing or outdated. To locate the latest version of ASPI system files, please go to the Adaptec Web site at www.adaptec.com.





SIREN 2.0c is not compatible with Vegas Video v2.0 or Video Capture v2.0. The latest shared mpgdxplg.dll file does not work in Vegas Video and Video Capture v2.0. You must upgrade to Vegas Video v2.0a or higher and Video Capture v2.0a or higher to use these products in conjunction with SIREN 2.0c.





To use SIREN with QuickTime .MOV or .QT files, you must run the full QuickTime install. The minimum QuickTime install (which is the default setting during the installation process) will not work properly with SIREN. 





If you installed RealNetworks’ RealDownload as part of the RealPlayer Basic Complete or RealPlayer Plus products, we recommend that you uninstall the RealDownload component. Otherwise, RealDownload will cause problems with playing certain types of Internet media files in SIREN.





The Japanese and French help files and all languages of the PDF User Manual refer to SIREN accessing Gracenote’s online CD database, CDDB (www.cddb.com). SIREN now utilizes freedb (www.freedb.org) as its online CD database.





Windows 2000 only: The View menu’s Compact/Skin Window Style sub-menu commands are not defined in the SIREN help file or User Manual. The commands, which apply only when SIREN is in compact/skin mode, are defined below:





Normal: Choose this option if you want SIREN to remain on top of other windows only if it is the currently active window.





Always On Top: Choose this option if you want SIREN to remain on top of other windows, even while another window is active.





Transparent When Inactive: When you choose this option, SIREN is transparent when another window is active.





While browsing for and playing media in SIREN, you may notice clicking sounds that are normally associated with these actions when you are using Microsoft Internet Explorer. To avoid hearing these sounds, you can turn off this sound in Internet Explorer, which will also disable the sounds for SIREN. To do so, follow these steps :





Click Start, and choose Settings, followed by Control Panel. The Control Panel dialog displays.


Double-click the Sounds icon.


In the Events list, locate the Windows Explorer option. Click the Start Navigation event, and select “(None)” in the Name field.


Click OK. You return to the Control Panel dialog.


From the File menu, choose Close.

5.0 Installation �


The install utility, SETUP.EXE, located on the setup CD-ROM, creates any necessary folders and copies all files required by SIREN to your computer.





To install SIREN, follow these steps:





Place the SIREN CD-ROM in the drive. AutoPlay displays an installation menu. 





Note: If you have disabled the CD-ROM AutoPlay feature, click the Start button and choose Run.  Type D:\setup.exe, where D is the drive letter of your CD-ROM drive, and follow the on-screen prompts to complete the installation.





Click Install, and follow the on-screen prompts to install the appropriate version of SIREN for your computer.

Included on the SIREN CD is a complete SIREN User Manual in Adobe Acrobat (PDF) format. The Acrobat format allows easy printing of the text, should you need a hard copy. The manual is located in the \manual folder on the CD. 





Installing Adobe Acrobat Reader


In order to view the manual, you will need to install the Adobe Acrobat Reader. It has been included on the CD in the \extras folder for your convenience. To install Acrobat Reader, follow these steps:





Place the SIREN CD in the drive. AutoPlay launches an installation menu. 





Note: If you have disabled the CD-ROM AutoPlay feature, click the Start button and choose Run. Type D:\Extras\Acrobat Reader 4.0\English\ar40eng.exe, where D is the drive letter of your CD-ROM drive, and follow the on-screen prompts to complete the installation.








2.	Choose Browse, and then browse to the D:\Extras\Acrobat Reader 4.0\English\ folder.





3.	Double-click the ar40eng.exe icon and follow the on-screen prompts to complete the installation.
